Units that meet the
requirements for National Quality
Unit, recharter on time, conduct a
Family FOS presentation and have
a gain in youth membership will
receive ALL of their cloth
advancement patches FREE for the
next year.  Most units spend a least
$1.20 per Scout a year on rank
patches!  That adds up to a
substantial savings.
